Moving Towards a New Home For D@rea Zarathushtis

The quest for a permanent home for our local
Zarathushti community has been aggressively
revived, with the new ZAMWI board spearhead-
ing the effort. For over a decade, there have
been equally spirited efforts made by ZAMWI
and other groups. Alas, for a variety of reasons,
we have been unable to realize our dreams of
securing a permanent home for our community.
As mentioned at the ZAMWI general meet-
ing in March 2007, a group of local Zoroastri-
ans (known as the "Group of Five [G5]") con-
ducted a study on the status of the proposed
Zoroastrian Center located on Hunter Mill Road
in Virginia. This independent group afon-
cerned members took it upon themselves to
come up with a way forward with regards to the
Hunter Mill (HM) propertystudied the merits
and scope of a proposed construction plan pro-

vided by an independent noiprofit group of
Zarathushtis called ZCDMW (Vandsar), and
offered options on how best to proceed. In
drawing its conclusions, the G5 not only took
into account the opinions of ZAMWI members,
but also the direction and opinions of Vandsar.

The G5 report was submitted to the ZAMWI
board for consideration earlier

Fereydoon Keshavared a
lively discussion of the book
Mazda Khoda Nist (Mazda Is
Not God). The notes of the
discussion were posted on the
ZAMWI Yahoo Groups discus-
sion forum. Some of the
points made by Fereydoon
were: - The Word Mazda ap-
pears many times in the

Gathas and so does the word
Ahura. Occasionally, the word
Ahura is used interchangeably
with the word Mazda. How-
ever, the term Ahuramazda
does not appear in the
Gathas.- The closest refer-
ence to God that Zoroaster
makes in the Gathas is
Mazda. - Da is the root of the
word Danesh (Knowledge). In
Modern Farsi, Danesh has
replaced Da. Danesh is the
knowledge that the human

. race possesses. Da is all the

knowledge that the human

A b o ut race does not yet possess plus
b all the knowledge that the

human race does possess. Da
exists, whether we grasp it or
not. Once grasped, it be-
comes Danesh: Maz Da
means the big Da. This is the
accumulation of all Da/
Danesh/Knowledge. If we
grasp all the Da, we know
everything there is to know.
Mazda is not God, it is the
foundation of all creation/
existence.

Another presentation was
made byDinyar Patebn A
Return To Iran: Direct And
Indirect Colonial Assistance To
Iranian ZoroastriansHis pa-
per covered the status athe
Iranian Zoroastrian commu-
nity during the 19th century
due to persecution; Parsi ef-
forts to ameliorate their condi-
tion and to pressure the Shah
to curb repression; the devel-
opment of a modern and vi-
brant Iranian Zoroastrian
community as they entered
business, migrated to Tehran,
and began to prosper.

Dinyar drew parallels be-
tween the development of the
modern Parsi and Iranian
communities, such as migra-
tion to urban centers, transfor-
mation of the priestly class,
impact on education, the re-
formist movement, and politi-
cal involvement. The talk
ended with the role of Iranian
Zoroastrians in the 1905
Constitutional Revolution and
how Zoroastrians became one
of the most respected commu-
nities in Iran thereafter.

We rounded out the dis-
cussions with a panoramic
sweep of the growth and
changes in Zoroastrianism
through the ages given by our
versatile foundingPresident,
Adi Davar. Adi has a compre-
hensive knowledge of the sub-
ject which he has willingly
shared with us time and
again. The talk was video-
taped and we hope to share
the transcript in a future issue.

Attendance at the classes
is steadily growing. We plan
to have an equally interesting
program for the 20072008
session and would welcome
suggestions for speakers and
topics.
